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Steve Taylor races to 4th in the Winter X Games

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The “X Games” began in 1995 as a festival of extreme sports. In 1997 the Winter X Games were added with events twice a year. As the name extreme implies, the X Games are a showcase of exciting, over-the-top performance with exceptional skills, speeds and heights. Today, the Games attract the world’s top athletes and performers in high-level competitions.

At the Winter X Games held this year in Aspen, Colorado, from January 24 to 27, Steve Taylor of the Yamaha Factory Snocross Team competed on the modified Yamaha FX Nytro in the snocross event. After failing to qualify for the finals in the first three rounds of the WPSA series, Taylor made it to the finals in round four and finished the race an impressive 4th. With this success and new confidence under his belt, Taylor came to the Winter X Games determined to move up to the next level while also proving the potential of the 4-stroke Yamaha. 

Before a big crowd of spectators, Taylor made a good start that put him in 3rd position in the early going of the final. Although he later slipped to 4th position, he continued to use the power and stability advantages of his 4-stroke machine skillfully to lead the second group of competitors. In the latter stages he moved aggressively forward when he saw his competitors tiring and chased the top three to a 4th-place finish. 

This strong 4th on consecutive weekends has given bolstered Taylor’s confidence. His performance has also demonstrated the big potential of his 4-stroke Yamaha in the exciting world of X Games.
