Stan Hayes
Crandon, WI
The first “Derby” in 1964
consisted of cross-country, hill-
climbing and lake racing in five
different classes. Judged as
the overall winner was 13 year
old Stanley G. Hayes of
nearby Crandon on a bor-
rowed 13 horsepowered
Polaris.

George Gensler
Three Lakes, WI
The1965 race drew over 100
entries in three stock classes
of 10 lap oval, hill-climb,
obstacle slalom and cross-
country. Emerging from the
battles with most points was
George Gensler of Three
Lakes. He rode a new, 10
horse Evinrude Skeeter.

Duane Frandsen
Pembine, WI
Still a snow covered track for the
1967 race with  below zero temps
made the track difficult to read.
However, Frandsen ran a smart and
cautious race from flag to flag on
his 494 Ski-Doo twin with modified
pipes. He claimed the $2,000 prize
for his efforts.

Roger Janssen
Crookston, MN
Crashing in the first lap, Janssen
played dead until the field was
restarted. He then took the lead out
of turn two and never relinquished it
on his 744 cc Panther.  It was the
first time a Cat had won at Eagle
River and they also took the first five
places at  the 1969 Derby.

Yvon Duhamel
Valcourt, Quebec
With several “factory” teams in the
hunt for the title, Yvon Duhamel,
aboard a big 776 cc rotax powered
Ski-Doo jumped off to an early lead
and held off all others with his canny
ability to block passing lanes.  His
motorcyle racing experience paid
big dividends on the snow track.

Steve Ave
Hurley , WI
In 1966 Ave didn’t have the
speed but noticed the
outside line was packed by
the crowds and used the
harder surface pass those
running on the inside soft
snow track.  He won on a
modified Ski-Doo.  He won
again in 1968.

The
mystery will be solved.

Gilles V illeneuve
Quebec, Canada
1974 saw Sno-Pro and a new
1/2 mile Derby Track. It also
saw the dark horse Gilles
Villeneuve on his 650 cc
Allouette changing gearing
several times before running
away with the field in a rainy
drizzle and a new lap record for
the race track.

Jim Bernat
Roseau, MN
Always with a smile Jim Bernat
was serious enough to outlast
the field in 1975 on his 650
Polaris. The sharp nosed red,
white and blue sleds were
smaller and faster and reflected
the company’s Sno-Pro factory
designs.

With his Panther apparently on fire following the first turn
crash, Roger Janssen knew he had to have the race stopped
for a restart. So he played more injured than he was. The
smoke was just steam off the hot engine. After the restart,
he went on to win the 1969 race.

The Iron Dogs, a group of distinguished
snowmobilers dedicated to the fun of snowmobiling,
are honored to be here this evening to announce the
George Eisenhuth Award to a very deserving
individual who has given a large portion of his life to
volunteering to promote the sport of snowmobiling.
   He was one of the founders and first Secretary for
his Snowmobile Club formed in 1969. He has held
nearly every office in the club from president to
secretary to safety director. His many hours of
volunteerism to promote snowmobiling include
working at food concessions, installing and removing
trail signs & bridges, and grooming trails.

 He has volunteered many hours attending
scholarship, legislative & safety committee meetings,
and club & state association meetings. He has served
on the DNR Review and Selection Committee for
grant requests and also on his State Snowmobile
Association Education and Scholarship Foundation,
selecting many scholarship recipients. He also worked
with the local Police Chief to organize a snowmobile
emergency and rescue unit plan, which is still
available today.
   In 2002, the State Snowmobile Trail Program
Funding was raided by the Legislature, in the amount
of nearly one million dollars, to help balance a
shortfall in the state’s general budget. He helped form
and worked with his State Snowmobile Association
(ISSA) Emergency Funding Committee to re-establish
the financial status of this account and pass new
legislation to ensure these funds for the future.

  As a result of this work, these committee members
were honored as “Most Valuable Snowmobiler” by
Snowmobiler Magazine at the 2004 International
Snowmobile Congress (ISC).
   He has been a Regions Director, Vice-President and
President, a delegate to the ISC and it’s Midwest
Chapter, and Co-Chaired the 1995 ISC.

 He was named the “2000 Snowmobiler of the Year”
by his state association.

 He and his wife were named “2004 Snowmobile
Family of the Year” by their state association.

   In 1995 he was inducted into the Iron Dog Brigade
at Cedar Falls IA.
   In 2005 he was inducted into the International
Snowmobile Hall of Fame.
   This is just a small listing of his accomplishments
during his forty plus years of involvement and
promotion of snowmobiling.

Jason Howell grew up in West
Yellowstone ,Montana. His parents are very
involved in winter tourism in the
Yellowstone Country and it was not long
before they realized their son was part of
the team.

At age 3, under the Christmas tree was a
brand new Kitty Cat. Jason and his brother
Mark were very busy high marking on those
Motel snowbanks. One can only wonder
what was going through their minds as they
sat on top of those berms looking off to the
West. Seeing Two- Top Mountain and Lion's
Head in the distance. Who would ever guess
Jason would be crowned World Champion
at the Jackson Hole Hill Climb in 2005.

Winter in West Yellowstone brought
many snowmobile manufacturers to town
who stayed at the Ambassador Motel. Jason
would find his way into discussions that
would either lead into the late night or be
cut short when Mom or Dad realized it was
far past his bedtime. All during school years,
he always said that he wanted to work for
Arctic Cat.

During his school years, Jason guided
many groups into the Park and the National
Forest mountains that surround

West Yellowstone. While going to col-
lege at Montana Tech, Jason still found time
to work the guide business.

Upon graduation from Montana Tech,
Jason was hired by Arctic Cat. The dream
of a young man became a reality. Soon Ja-
son became the Team Leader of the Moun-
tain Sled division and convinced manage-
ment to purchase land and establish a test-
ing facility in Island Park, Idaho to test their
mountain sleds.

After seven years of development, the
M Series sleds not only sold more than any
other model that the factory produced, but
the 2007 model became Snowmobile of the
Year and outsold all other brands That was
the first year a mountain sled had ever been
named "Snowmobile of the Year."

Jason married Kim on July 2, 2005 and
returned to West Yellowstone in 2008. He
is currently Manager of the Service Dept. at
Yellowstone Arctic Yamaha.

For most people that would be job
enough. But not Jason Howell. He chairs the
West Yellowstone Grooming Committee
overseeing 4 groomers funded by State and
local funds and heads fund raising activi-
ties.
